	· The Alps are in the Northern Hemisphere and are the highest mountain range located in Europe.
· The Alps stretch across eight countries: France, Monaco, Italy, Switzerland, Liechtenstein, Austria, Germany and Slovenia. 
· The climate is generally temperate, with warm summers and cold winters. 
· The Alps are fold mountains, the highest mountain in the alps is Mont Blanc
· The Alps are a popular tourist location, due to its physical features (Mont Blanc, Lake Worthersee, Pasterze) and its human features (Innsbruck cable car, Hohensalzburg Fortress and Ski Resorts)
