Parking on school keep-clear zigzags is dangerous and illegal. They
are there to protect the safety of your children. Vehicles that park
on school keep-clear zigzags can obstruct the vision of children, making it
dangerous when they are crossing the road.

Parking on double yellow lines is not permitted at any time of the day. Parking on single
yellow lines at certain times of the day and the time plate will tell you when you cannot
park (in this case between 8am — 6pm). Yellow line parking restrictions are in place for a
reason, and at schools this is to promote safety for pupils and other road users.

Can we also remind you that vehicles are not allowed on school lane or on the staff car

park.
